REGIONAL INITIATIVES

American Renewal and Recovery Act 
CREBs
A coalition of San Diego stakeholders, led by CleanTECH San Diego, strategically positioned the region to apply for nearly $260 million in federal stimulus funds to finance renewable energy projects. CleanTECH San Diego mobilized legal, financial, and engineering firms to assist municipalities and school district to submit more than 300 applications by the August 4 deadline.  If all projects are approved and built, the region would see more than 160 new solar projects representing 26 MW. This is likely the largest filing on a per capital basis than any other region in the country. 
The CREBs funding is part of the $800 million allocated for municipalities under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (“ARRA”).  By leveraging resources of our universities, nonprofits and private sector, the CleanTECH coalition has positioned the region to maintain its leadership position in solar installations.  If all applications are awarded and all projects are built, the region will see over 25 megawatts of new solar power.
The Regional Algae Initiative

Member-company Synthetic Genomics Inc (SGI) caused global reverberations mid-July after The New York Times reported that Exxon Mobil and SGI entered into a $600M agreement to commercialize algae as a biofuel. Dr. Venter, Chairman and CEO, of SGI explained this is not only a huge win for SGI, but also for the San Diego region. CleanTECH San Diego’s efforts to prepare the region to emerge as a key player in the algae space race will be greatly enhanced by this unprecedented member development. SGI will making a significant number of new hires with 100 new employees planned in the next year. These mostly comprise scientists, engineers and software engineers.  SGI has already started scouting for locations to build a test facility, to be located as close as possible to its Torrey Pines laboratories. The building is expected to be completed in the next 12 months.  The financial impact for San Diego is potentially huge as a $300 million investment will mobilize San Diego’s workforce and resources. We congratulate SGI for their continued success and powerful branding they bring to the region.

San Diego Ranks #1 Nationwide in Solar Power and Green Power 

San Diego ranked number one in California and the Nation for solar power production with over 43,000 solar installations producing 44 megawatts of power, according to a new report by the Environment California Research & Policy Center. Coupled with the execution of CleanTECH San Diego’s array of solar programs, this ranking may well entice more solar enterprises to locate in the region and further our global stature. In residential solar roofs within the state, San Diego’s 2200 installations are well ahead of Los Angeles and San Francisco as well as smaller cities like Fresno and Bakersfield. CleanTECH San Diego’s database includes 100 of its 300 cleantech companies in the solar power sector adding to the largest concentration of industry players in the state. The City of San Diego also topped the U.S EPA’s Green Power List. San Diego generates more of its own power than any other city in the nation, making it the number one local government agency on the Environmental Protection Agency's “Green Power” list. Green Power includes electricity produced from renewable energy sources such as solar power, wind, and water.
Greening San Diego Program
After previously focusing on preparing the City of Santee's DOE EECBG block grant applications primarily addressing energy efficiency retrofits for their City Hall complex and street lighting, in accordance with the CPUC loading order and the ARRA flow of stimulus funds, the program is now shifted its efforts from energy efficiency to renewable production through the opportunity to seek IRS allocations of Clean Renewable Energy Bonds.  Within the "Greening San Diego Team", the City of Santee, Santee Schools, and City of Lemon Grove collaborated with CleanTECH San Diego and our CREBs support team to prepare and submit 25 CREBs applications worth $25M and representing 3.2MW and 13,200 kBtu in renewable production. The awarding of these grant applications is expected in the Fall. 
GLOBAL INITIATIVES

Joining forces again with the UK Trade & Investment arm of the British Consulate-General, CleanTECH San Diego will co-sponsor an international program in September. This year’s program will afford CleanTECH members with prospective cleantech opportunities in the UK and Europe. UK-based Michael Liebreich, Chairman and CEO of New Energy Finance, the leading independent provider of information and research to investors in clean technology and carbon markets, is the invited guest speaker and will discuss a new UK Government initiative aiming to build a £1 billion investment fund with the private sector over the next 10 years for clean technology. CleanTECH members can expect invitation details soon. 

POLICY AND ADVOCACY
CleanTECH San Diego was invited to participate in a follow-up meeting to the December 2008 California Energy Efficiency Summit.  Facilitated by CalCEF and attended by representatives from UC Davis Energy Efficiency Center, SDG&E, SoCal Edison, PG&E, SMUD, Southern Contracting and Sustainable Spaces, the meeting’s objective was to identify potential solutions and action plans to address the current barriers preventing the broad implementation of energy efficiency retrofits across the municipal, commercial and residential sectors.  Several recommendations addressing performance versus product-based incentives, workforce development and pilot programs were discussed and will be further refined for presentation to the CPUC.

During the last week in July, the CEC conducted a series of workshops across the state announcing the latest ARRA State Energy Program (SEP) which will make $96M in grants available for Municipal Financing District Programs (AB 811-type), Comprehensive Residential Building Retrofit Programs and Municipal and Commercial Building Targeted Measure Retrofit Programs.  With proposed guidelines targeted for release in late August and the solicitation release in October, CleanTECH San Diego is evaluating the opportunity to facilitate a consortium to pursue a significant regional initiative.
