Greening San Diego

SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

In serving as fertile feeding ground in exploring the region’s next new thing on research and innovation, the Science and Technology Committee is beginning outreach with the U.S Navy SPAWAR, Systems Center San Diego. The goal is to explore the potential for transferring Navy intellectual property into commercial applications.  This collaboration will identify government mechanisms to partner and do business with while uncovering future IP coming out of the pipeline. 

POLICY AND ADVOCACY

AB 811.    In 2009, CleanTECH San Diego will work in tandem with Mayor Sanders to design an innovative program to help San Diego homeowners save money on their energy bills. The program, which the Mayor announced during his State of The City address is called “San Diego CleanGeneration” and stems from AB 811, which was recently signed by the Governor.  The program offers low interest loans to homeowners for the purchase and installation of solar PV and energy efficiency technologies.  The Mayor plans to launch the program throughout the City on the successful completion of a targeted pilot program.  It is expected that the program becomes an economic engine for the city, creating clean, well-paying jobs in the solar energy industry for manufacturers, retailers and installers. The City of San Diego is seeking information in a Request for Qualifications and Information (“RFQ”) for “Program Administration and Financing Solar Energy Projects for City of San Diego Homeowners.”   The purpose of this RFQ is to solicit qualifications and request for information that will enable the City to determine which firms: (a) are best qualified to execute successfully the City’s Pilot Program; and (b) who will be invited to submit proposals in response to the City’s future Request for Proposal (“RFP”), City’s Pilot Program. New phase for AB 32 – administrative fees proposal

The California Air Resources Board (CARB) has hit the ground running since approval of the AB 32 scoping plan last December. CARB plans to develop regulations for a new administrative fee in time for approval by the CARB Board on May 28. A timeline for developing regulations under AB 32 was released at a day-long workshop this week. Staff discussed plans for doing a new economic analysis for the scoping plan by December 2009 and designing a cap and trade program by 2012. Under AB 32, CARB has authority to adopt a schedule of fees "to be paid by the sources of greenhouse gases regulated pursuant to this division." The administrative fee concept discussed this week would raise over $100 million in early 2010 from oil refineries, natural gas utilities and/or direct purchasers of natural gas, facilities that burn coal; cement manufacturers, and gasoline and diesel importers. (The reference to "direct purchasers of natural gas" creates questions about who will be responsible when natural gas is imported into California, passes through many intermediaries and is ultimately used by a consumer. It is not the intent of CARB to charge twice for the same volume of fuel.)
