SAN DIEGO, CA (May 27, 2010) – On May 20, 2010 the San Diego County Taxpayers Association (SDCTA) held their prestigious 2010 Golden Watchdog & Fleece Award ceremony and announced CleanTECH San Diego (CTSD) as the winner of the Public-Private Partnership Award for their Public Facilities Renewable Energy Project.
